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BSTF [Sample] Host Bid Proposal
In this document you need to show how your club and your institution are both adequate and suitable for hosting the BSTF National Championships.  
About the club 
Talk about the history of your club, including attendance to previous events (BSTF or otherwise), club affiliations (we do not discriminate but like to know), club size, any past achievements or charity work etc…  You do not need to sell your club as if attracting new members, merely tell us about who you are why you want to host the Championships.
Location and transport links 
Talk about the location of your university/host centre in terms of access for other University Clubs travelling to your Nationals.  Motorway links, the nearest airport (with distance in miles/time), the nearest train stations, or other recommended forms of transport (Coach services for example).  Ease of access in terms of roads and finding the venue should also be highlighted.
Tournament facilities 
Talk about how great your facilities are, the general size and quality.  Talking about when your sports centre was built (or recently refurbished) as well as exact sizes can really help us in determining whether running the Nationals there is viable.  Other facilities that can be provided such as viewing balconies and separate warm-up / weighing in areas are also very welcome.  Restaurants and Cafes located in or near the sports centre should also be spoken about.
Proposed tournament date  
The first Sunday of March is traditional for the BSTF Nationals.  Stating when the hall is free and when you can or would need to confirm a booking with the Sports Centre should be spoken about here.  If you can not hold it on this exact date, explaining the reason why and the viability of the alternative date are also useful for us to know in considering your bid.
Accommodation 
You’ll need to find out about hotels and costing to send out to teams (maybe even look into getting discounts at one central hotel). For the Application Pack exact details will need to be spelled out, but here a general appraisal of the cost and availability of hotels/B&Bs would be sufficient.

You can then go over the costs with us as you start booking things to reduce costs wherever/whenever possible, but try to keep costs down and under control. (For example: Many Universities will provide the hall for free for big student events such as this).
Organisation 
Talk about your team for organising the paper work and the running of the event on the day. A dedicated team of club committee members is necessary for ensuring all aspects of the organisation of the event are dealt with appropriately. Talk about the strengths of your team.
Requested assistance 
State that you want help in acquiring the big things like referees and medical cover, and include any information or assurances made by the BSTF or any other organisation.
Summary 
Summarise the strengths and weaknesses of your proposal.
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
